As the rabbi of the Beth
Isracl Congregation in
Edmonton for 28 ycars and
associate rabbi of the
Shaarey Tzedee Synagogue
in Calgary for another 21
years, Rabbi Postone dedi-
cated himself to cducating
the youth and providing
spiritual leadership for all.
Never really retired, Rabbi
Postone still reads from the
Torah at Calgary’s Congre-
gation Housc of Jacob-
Mikveh Isracl cvcry Shtlh
bat.

As well as running an
excmplary traditional and
welcoming Jewish home,
Mrs, Postong is active in
the synagoguc sisterhoods,
Mizrachi Women's Organi-
zation and Hadassah-

Rabbi' Postonc was born
in Lithuania and cducated
at the Vilkomer and Slabot-
ka Yeshivot, where he was
ordaincd as a rabbi by the

Agudas Rabbonim ol
Lithuania. He camc¢ 10
Canada in 1939, just as
World War 11 brokc out in

Europe. Sadly, the family
he left behind all perished
in the concentration camps.

The couple met in Win-
nipceg shortly after the
rabbi’s arrival, Mrs. Pos-
tone was singing in the 80-
voice Brownstone’s Chotr
and a cousin of the rabbi

subgcslcd he o hear them
sing,

“That’s how we met,”
remembered Mrs. Postone.

Davis, National Executive
Dircctor of JIAS. “Wce hope
that they will respond again
with the same compas-
sion,”

To organize private
sponsorships for refugees
from the war-torn regioh of
[ormer Yugostavia, the
Government of Canada has
developed a cost sharing
formula. Under this plan,
the federal government will
nrovide the first three
months of financial assts-
tance to the refugee family
and private sponsors will
provide financial assistance
for the next nine months, or
until the refugee family 1s
seif-sustaming, whichever
comes {irsl.

Refupees  selected
under this appeal must
have their sponsorships
completed by carly
November and must
arrive in Canada by
December 15, 199S.
Therefore, it 1s urgent
that private Sponsors
come forward immediate-
ly.

To qualify as a private
sponsor, a minimum of five
Canadian houscholds must
sign a sponsorship agree-
ment with the Government
of Canada. After showing

~proof of income, this group

will be responsible for the
refugee family’s lodging,
food, clothing, ecmotional
necds and orientation in
Canada.

JIAS is also awarc of
twenty Bosnian familics
with Jewish roots, presently
in the care of the Joint Dis-
tribution Committee 1n
Zagreb who are sceking
resettlement in Canada. Pri-
vate sponsorships can be
filed (or them as well,
although not under the
cost-sharing program with
the Federal Government.

funcral.

The last picture I have of
Prime Minister Rabin was
taken when we met 1n
Jerusalem just before I left
with'my family for Albera.

We spent some 30 min-
utes talking about the situa-
tion in Israel, When 1 tried
0 cxpress my views about
what he should do on sev-
cral issues, he stopped me
and said, in his deep voice,
“Ron, I didn’t invite you 0
talk about me but to talk
about you.” He then went

Community Memorial Service for Rabin

What began as a normal
Shabbat soon turned into
on¢c of the greatest
tragedics in the Jewish
world.
